In November, the Osan Officers’ Spouses’ Club donated over $4,000 to five worthy
organizations on Osan Air Base. Cub Scout Pack 86, the local USO, and the Osan Girl Scouts
received the funds that the OSC sets aside to donate to them annually, and the Osan American
Middle School PTSO and the Osan American High School Model United Nations received
unallocated funds.

Cub Scout Pack 86 used part of its $750 donation to fund the campout they hosted November
7" through 8™ at the Osan Pavilions. In the evening. approximately 30 scouts and their families
enjoyed a cookout dinner complete with S'mores and a campfire. During the day, the scouts
completed some advancements with their dens. The boys had a great time! The rest of their
allocated funds will be used to purchase awards for their Pinewood Derby, rank patches and
awards, and various den supplies.

The local USO received a $1500 donation to help pay for its 7" Annual Thanksgiving
Luncheon which was held on November 12th. Approximately 450 service members attended the
event and enjoyed a traditional Thanksgiving feast. The majority of the food was catered by the
Osan Officers’ Club, while whole roasted turkeys were donated by OSC members, and beverages
were donated by Pulmone and Friends of Mustang. VVolunteers from Osan Air Base and its tenant
units, OSC, ESC and USO helped set up, serve food, and tear down. Other sponsors included
KoreaTelecom, the 7th Air Force Good Neighbors, the ESC and KYTNTV.

The Osan Girl Scouts will use their $750 donation to restock their library and uniform store
which has been depleted over the couple of years. With the new supplies, volunteers we be able
to offer a complete Girl Scout curriculum and provide uniform pieces and awards as soon as girls
join or earn awards.

The OSC donated $600 to the OAHS Model United Nations help send ten students, one
chaperone, and one sponsor to the 2010 Model United Nations Conference in Yokosuka, Japan.
The conference is highly competitive; in 2009 representatives from OAHS won Most Valuable
Delegate and Most Improved. They are hoping for a similarly impressive showing this year.

The OAMS PTSO will use the $500 donated by OSC to purchase several items, including a
US flag, a school flag, library materials, a logo print design for school apparel, kitchenware, and a
microwave oven. These items will help improve the quality of life in this newly established
